(1 .f MY NAME IS EMMANUEL JOHN COMINOS, and I have been a medical
7 practitioner in Surfers Paradise on the Gold Coast, Queensland, Australia,
for the past fifty-four years. | was born in Toowoomba, Queensland.
September 2025 was my second visit to the birthplace of my parents, Mary
Cominos (nee Protopsaltis) and Jack Comino. | was accompanied by my wife
Maria (nee Careedy), my daughter Sally Comino Dakin, my son John Cominos,
and the youngest of my three granddaughters, Anastasia. We were kept com-
pany by my nephew, Stephen Tryfillis, who resides between Tryfillianika and
Brisbane, Australia.
It was with a sense of melancholy and sadness that | approached Kythera, armed
with memories of stories my mother had told me. As a young mother, she
endured great hardship while her husband worked on ships that travelled the
world, leaving her alone on Kythera for nine years. She once told me how she
felt compelled to disguise my sister Patricia, who was very beautiful, as a boy
to protect her from unwanted attention. My mother undertook menial jobs to
save enough money to eventually migrate to Australia to be reunited with my
father. My father was raised in dire poverty in a house with a dirt floor. With
minimal education, he was strongly motivated to leave Kythera to earn a living.
So this was the background of memories | possessed on arriving on Kythera.
What struck me most was the damage left by the 2025 fires, which exposed
hundreds of miles of stone terraces built by our ancestors over centuries. The
effort and resilience embodied in these structures filled me with awe.
Kythera attracts thousands of expatriates and members of the diaspora who
visit each year to enjoy the island’s beauty, to holiday, to reconnect with their
heritage, and to honour their ancestry. This happens year after year and is sure
to continue. My family and | are no different.
During our visit, we had the pleasure of spending time with my cousins George
and Tasia Baveas in Potamos. George is a retired schoolteacher and a member of
the Potamos Philharmonic Band, which performs at all important local events.
In earlier times, George's father was the local butcher in Potamos.
My nephew, Stephen Tryfillis, has been commissioned by the Archdiocese of
Kythera to photograph the island’s many churches - there are hundreds of
them - for an upcoming publication. I look forward to seeing the completed
work and to buying a copy.
The Kythera Summer Edition remains a wonderful publication that we look
forward to reading each year. It is one of a kind among the Greek islands. The
Founder has an exceptionally gifted son, Alexandros, a concert pianist continu-
ing his studies in the United States. We were privileged to hear him perform at
the Kytheraismos Symposium in Brisbane in 2019 and send him our best wishes.

The Parthenon’s lost drop

Beneath the clear, shifting waters off Kythera's eastern
coast, history continues to stir.

For the first time in more than two centuries, a fragment of
sculptural decoration from the shipwreck of Lord Elgin’'s Mentor
has been recovered. It was part of one of three ships loaded with
antiquities removed from the Parthenon Marbles.

The discovery, made during the 2025 underwater excavation
season off the seaside village of Avlemonas, offers a rare physical
link between the ill-fated ship and the displaced architectural
treasures it was carrying. Although most of the marble cargo
was salvaged after the ship sank in 1802, this small fragment
remained hidden beneath the seabed for 224 years.

The marble decorative fragment features a gutta - a small, water-
drop-shaped ornament typical of classical Greek architecture.
Seen on Doric temples, guttae echo an earlier age of wooden
construction, imitating the pegs that once held the beams in
place. Measuring just 9.3 by 4.7 centimetres, the fragment likely
belonged to either an epistyle rugula or a cornice mutule, accord-
ing to the Greek Ministry of Culture.

Its precision is exceptional. The gutta’s dimensions of 6.51 centi-
metres closely match measurements recorded by the renowned
architect Anastasios Orlandos for similar elements on the Par-
thenon’s architrave. While scholars note it could originate from
another Acropolis monument, the possibility that it once formed
part of the Parthenon itself lends the find a quiet but powerful
resonance. The fragment is currently undergoing conservation
by the Ephorate of Underwater Antiquities.

The story of how it came to rest here is as dramatic as the island’s
rugged coastline. In September 1802, the Mentor, a privately
owned vessel acquired by Lord Elgin and laden with a significant
portion of the Parthenon Marbles and other antiquities removed
from the Acropolis of Athens, struck rocks near Aviemonas on
Kythera's eastern coast. The ship sank at a depth of around 23
metres, its precious cargo trapped within. What followed was a
complex salvage effort. Determined to recover the marbles, Lord
Elgin’s secretary, William Hamilton, enlisted skilled sponge divers
from the islands of Kalymnos and Symi - men accustomed to the
dangers of the deep.

The salvage operation was as brutal as it was arduous. The vessel
was wedged among rocks and heavy crates trapped in its hold,
forcing the divers to dismantle parts of the ship itself. With no
breathing apparatus and working under primitive, dangerous
conditions, the divers relied on hammers and saws. They broke
through the deck and hull to reach the submerged cargo. Over
two years, and one by one, all seventeen crates were eventually
brought to the surface and laid out along the shores of Avlem-
onas. There they remained exposed to sun, salt, and wind, while
William Hamilton arranged their onward transport to England.
Rather than departing Kythera together, the marbles
were loaded onto passing British ships in batches. The
first crates reached London in 1804; others followed
years later. Even then, their journey was far from over.
With nowhere suitable to house them, Elgin stored the
sculptures in a damp temporary shed at his Park Lane
residence.

By 1816, facing mounting debts, Lord Elgin entered into
negotiations with the British Government. Following a
controversial Parliamentary Inquiry, the Parthenon Mar-
bles were purchased for 35,000 pounds. The marbles
were subsequently transferred to the British Museum,
where they remain to this day, at the centre of an ongo-
ing international debate.

Here on Kythera, more than two centuries later, the story
of the Mentoris still unfolding. The seabed off Avlemonas
continues to vyield its secrets, reminding us that history
does not simply belong to the past. Sometimes, it lies
patiently beneath the surface, waiting to be discovered.

When visiting Kythera, | was reminded that the island’s landscapes
speak softly, yet powerfully. Kythera's terraces, olive groves and
stone villages feel shaped over generations, in dialogue with time.
There is a gentleness in how the built environment sits within the
natural one. Nothing appears imposed. Everything feels considered,
continuous and deeply connected to heritage.

During my time on the island, | had the pleasure of reading the
Kythera Summer Edition. It approached the island with sensitivity
and intelligence. It treated Kythera as a living cultural landscape
- something to be understood, respected and thoughtfully docu-
mented. The photography captured texture rather than spectacle.
The writing reflected connection rather than novelty. Kythera Sum-
mer Edition understands that Kythera is not simply a destination - it
is an inheritance. For those of us connected to the island across
generations and across oceans, that distinction matters.

My connection to Kythera goes back to my teenage years, when |
was a participant in the Greek Archdiocese annual Tour of Greece.
While I have returned many times since, those memories and stories
of Kythera from that first trip have remained with me.
Publications such as Kythera Summer Edition become priceless
bridges. They record gardens, landscapes, people and traditions in
ways that make the island tangible for those who may not spend
extended time here. When a young person in Australia opens its pag-
es and sees the light on olive leaves or the stonework on a hillside
village, something shifts. The island becomes real. The connection
deepens. Heritage moves from abstraction to presence.

The Kytherian diaspora has long shown remarkable dedication to
safeguarding Heritage and ldentity. The commitment shown over
decades by various Associations, Trusts, Community Initiatives and
Philanthropic bodies has ensured that the Kytherian Identity re-
mains strong... even far from the island’s shores.

Today, the way younger generations experience Kythera is evolv-
ing. While third and fourth generation Kytherians (of Athens and
the diaspora) may not have extended stays on the island, their rela-
tionship with it is shaped through story, imagery, conversation and
shared narrative. For them cultural publications play an important
role. Cultural documentation is not incidental - it is essential!

This tradition of stewardship is something to be valued. Equally
significant is the publication’s accessibility. When cultural storytell-
ing is widely available, it strengthens shared identity. Documenting
Kythera is not simply a seasonal exercise; it is part of a cultural con-
tinuity. It affirms that heritage belongs to the whole community,
not a select few. In smallerisland cultures especially, that openness
fosters cohesion and pride.

Kythera's future will depend not only on protecting its physical
beauty, but on sustaining its narrative. Landscapes endure when
they are understood. Communities endure when they see them-
selves reflected with dignity. Preserving a place involves more than
protecting its buildings or landscapes. It also requires that its story
continues to be told with care. Cultural initiatives that record and
reflect the island respectfully contribute to that ongoing narrative.
As | walked through the island’s olive groves at sunset, | was re-
minded that continuity is never automatic. It is cultivated. It is re-
corded. Itis shared. Kythera endures because it is remembered, re-
visited and re-interpreted by each generation. Ensuring that future
generations inherit not only a name, but a living sense of place, this
is part of the responsibility.

Since 1993, Kythera Summer Edition has remained steadfast in
championing the island’s identity, traditions, culture, prosperity,
welfare and quality of life. | wish this publication continued strength
and vision as it carries forward its tradition of cultural steward-
ship, fearless advocacy, and unwavering dedication, ensuring that
Kythera's story remains alive, vibrant, and meaningful for genera-
tions to come.

The Sunday morning
market (pazari) in Potamos
square is one of those spe-
cial bridges | have written
about before. It forms a liv-
ing link to the island’s past.
It is a place where Kytheri-
ans have been exchanging
stories and news, both local
and international, since time
immemorial.

The pazari is a growers’
market. Here you will find
locals selling freshly picked
produce. In summer, you
can choose from a variety
of vegetables such as zuc-
chini, potatoes, lettuce, and
onions, and fruits like wa-
termelons, oranges, grapes,
prickly pears, and more. All
locally grown, all freshly
picked - and all carrying the
taste of the island itself. How
good is that?

You can also buy hand-har-
vested sea salt and wild herbs
like oregano and thyme.

If you are an early bird like
me, go straight for the vlita.
It sells out quickly, so be sure
to be there by 9 a.m. Vlita,
also known as amaranth or
Greek wild greens, is both
delicious and nutritious.
Rich in vitamins and miner-
als like iron and rich in anti-
oxidants, the plant’s tender
young leaves are picked at
dawn. Boil the leaves for 10
-15 minutes, add a squeeze
of garlic, drizzle with olive oil
and lemon juice, and serve
with feta, boiled zucchini,
potatoes, and spring beans.
What a feast!

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KYTHERA'S RISING CYCLING CULTURE

The bicycle man of Kythera

Meet Nikos Kiriakidis, owner of
Podilatothiko, the new bike shop
in Karvounades. In recent years,
more and more tourists have
discovered the joy of exploring
Kythera by bike. When | first vis-
ited the island in 2012, there was
hardly a cyclist to be seen. There
was no bike shop, let alone any-
where to rent a bicycle, so | bor-
rowed a bike from Xenonas Fos ke
Choros and set out to explore the
island via the larger and smaller
roads.

Cycling attracted attention back
then. On one visit, | was locking up
my bike in Potamos square when |
was suddenly surrounded by chil-
dren admiring this exotic rarity.

6932-445990 / 6984-949820 cling, adults also began taking to
the roads on increasingly sporty bikes. Several cycling routes have now been
marked across the island. Look out for signs in Potamos, Karavas and Livadi.
Still, one essential part of cycling culture was missing.

What the island lacked was a bicycle mechanic. Fortunately, eighteen months
ago, Nikos Kiriakidis opened his bicycle workshop in Karvounades. When | first
visited his shop, what struck me most was his immense expertise - even more
than the wide range of accessories on display.

It turns out that Nikos comes from a family of bicycle mechanics. Deeply proud
of his family’s history, he is now the fourth generation to work in the bicy-
cle business. His great-grandfather owned a bicycle shop in Constantinople,
where he was a licensed dealer for the German bicycle brand Opel. After the
Greek-Turkish population exchange in 1922, his great-grandfather moved to
Piraeus, where he continued running his business. The Opel brand no longer
exists, but Nikos is the proud owner of a 1938 Opel bicycle, which is on display
in the shop. He found it in a stable on Mani.

In 1997, Nikos opened Extreme Wheels in Keratsini, a suburb of Athens, where
he sold various types of bicycles, skateboards, and cycling clothing. In 2008,
he opened a shop in Athens collecting and returning repaired bikes across
Attica. He also worked as a technician for the Ironman organization in Greece
for five years.

When Nikos was offered the opportunity to move to Kythera, the natural pro-
gression was to bring his business to the island. With no bicycle mechanic
offering comparable experience or such extensive knowledge of different

Minoans of Kythera

By Michele Haniotis

Like many visitors to Kythera, | was aware that archaeolog-
ical excavations at Skandia (Kastri), Agios Georgios sto Vouno
and most recently, Leska, on the Mermigkari peak near Milo-
potamos had revealed Kythera to be a colony of Minoan Crete
from around 4000 to 1400 BC.

I must have driven past the area at Skandia where grave sites
were excavated hundreds of times without giving them a curso-
ry once over, though we did once take a somewhat treacherous
hike up the Agios Giorgios mountain looking for remnants of
the Minoan Peak Sanctuary, only to find an old Venetian tower.
While the Archaeological Museum in Chora has some great ex-
hibits, the story of the Minoans on Kythera somehow never took
root in my imagination. | had no real understanding of what that
community would have been like, and how they might relate
to modern Kytherians.

It was a webinar in December 2024 about the discovery of a
Minoan Peak Sanctuary at Leska, organised by the Friends of the
Museum of Kythera (FMK), that heightened my interest in the
Minoans on Kythera. Mercourios Georgiadis, then of Nottingham
University, presented his findings from the excavations that had
been undertaken in 2012 which he described in his book The
Sacred Landscape at Leska and Minoan Kythera, published in
2023. He brought to life the social, cultural and religious aspects
of the community that would have used the peak sanctuaries
on the island.

Like the peak sanctuaries in Crete and at Agio Georgios sto Vou-
no in Kythera, the Leska site contained clay figurines of humans
in ritual poses, animals of many kinds and so-called “votive
limbs" (disembodied arms, legs and torsos), along with eating
and drinking vessels that still contained remnants of cooked
food. While they could find no evidence of building structures,
at the peak itself they discovered sections of walls and what
could be considered an altar stone. The archaeologists surmised
that, much like other Minoan sites, the Leska sanctuary was a
place of communal ritual that would have involved an ascent
along a path that was relatively accessible for all the communi-
ty, and was in reasonable proximity to a settlement, in this case
the fertile valley of Mylopotamos.

What we know about Minoan society can only be surmised from
archaeological remains, and while they left behind clay tablets
with writing, the script (Linear A) has not yet been deciphered.
It is barely 120 years since archaeologist Evans and his like be-
gan excavating areas in Crete and the Greek islands to reveal
the Minoan civilisation. In Kythera, Kastri was excavated in 1972,
Agios Giorgos in 1996 and 2011, and Leska in 2012. Our under-
standing of the great Minoan civilization is constantly evolving
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and developing as new infor-
mation comes to light.

The Minoans on Kythera were
farmers and most likely would
have had ritual practices con-
nected to fertility and growth,
changes of season, rainfall and
sunshine. Material evidence
suggests they worshipped
the Feminine making it more
than likely that religious rituals
would have been conducted by
priestesses who, it is speculat-
ed, would undertake the nec-
essary actions, libations, etcin
a state possibly enhanced by
mind-altering herbs and fungi.
Judging by the number of
cooking vessels and drinking
utensils found at Leska, feast-
ing seems to have been an in-
tegral part of the rituals that
took place at the peak sanctu-
ary. It is probable that entire
extended families, or possi-
bly clans, visited the site as a
form of communal pilgrimage.
Rituals would have been held
at regular intervals connect-
ed to the calendar - planting,
harvesting, etc. Participants
would make their way to the

sanctuary at the summit where they would make their offerings
and hold their feasts.

So how different is this to the modern Kytherian practice of vis-
iting churches on high hills on Saints’ days, to witnessing the
Priest’ s epiphany in the Greek Orthodox liturgy or picnicking in
family groups? Even the practice of offering tamata (votive metal
plaques), as evidenced by the large number in the crypt of Myr-
tiditiossita, has a direct line back to the Minoans.

So was the Minoan civilisation a peaceful, female-led Utopia at
one with nature, something that we should emulate? Beautiful
frescoes of women gathering saffron, dancing and playing musical
instruments lull us into romanticising the civilisation. And indeed,
there is very little evidence of military activity in archaeological
finds. However, as our understanding of the Minoan civilization
continues to evolve, recent discoveries have revealed a somewhat
different picture. While | had read that Minoans did not have
human sacrifice, human remains have been found in a number
of sites in Crete that now suggest otherwise. Scholars speculate that this
might be an unusual practice driven by desperation to appease the Gods in
a time of crisis.

While we will never truly know the reality of life in Minoan Kythera, we can
be sure that these people shared a common belief that led them to regularly
join together as a community to climb to the hills to sacred places to feast
and make offerings, much like modern Kytherians as they too climb the hills
of the island to worship at churches and chapels on saints' days.

Due to the proximity of the Leska archaeological site to the proposed wind
turbines, permission for their installation has been refused. One last gift from
the Minoans to Kythera.

love, shared heritage, and enduring support.

By the mid-1960's, Matina and Con were raising
four young children, while Con had established a
successful legal practice in Sydney. Yet Matina felt
a growing restlessness -an energy seeking purpose.
With Con's encouragement, she responded to a job
advertisement calling for a migrant woman to work
in a woman's refuge. Con’s simple advice - "just lis-
ten" - became the foundation of what would evolve
into an extraordinary career in women's rights ad-
vocacy.

At this point, Matina’'s work began to take shape
through her involvement with organisations such as
Daughters of Penelope and AHEPA, and through her
employment with Immigration Women Speak Out
as a follow-up worker supporting migrant women
who had experienced hardship, language barriers,
and domestic violence. Matina advocated tirelessly,
giving voice to those who were unheard. But it was
not only her advocacy that defined her - it was her
ability to listen deeply and to empower women to
find strength, dignity, and independence.

This work subsequently lead to the establishment
of ANESWA (Association of Non-English Speaking

From her Kytherian roots to her advocacy work in Australia, Matina’s life
embodies the enduring power of ancestral values.

Nurtured by ancestral kindness and the enduring values of philotimo - the
uniquely Greek spirit of goodwill, integrity, deep connection, and quiet grace
- Matina Mottee's life has been shaped by a deep sense of heritage, service
and purpose.

Bornin 1931 on the Australian island of Tasmania, Matina was raised by Kythe-
rian parents who carried their heritage across oceans. Her mother, Katina
Haros from Livadi, and her father, Gregory Casimaty (Gregorios Kassimatis),
from Kastrisianika, shared not only their upbringing but also their enduring
cultural values with family and community. In doing so, they planted the seeds
of Matina’s lifelong commitment to advocacy.

The Casimaty family donated land for the establishment of the first Greek
Orthodox church in Tasmania, laying the foundation for a growing Hellenic
community. Gregory Casimaty also introduced and funded a Free Milk Pro-
gram for local children in Tasmania, an initiative that was later adopted by
Australian state and federal governments.

Matina recalls a childhood home that was

always open - her family kitchen filled with
newly arrived Greek migrants gathering for
Sunday meals. The Casimaty-Haros family
became a vital gateway for many young
Kytherians, offering sponsorship and sup-
port that helped them establish shops,
farms, and new lives in Australia.

From an early age, Matina observed her
mother’s quiet yet powerful influence.
Katina informally counselled newly arrived
migrants, offering comfort and guidance
during times of uncertainty. One moment
remained deeply etched in Matina’'s mem-
ory: her mother supporting a neighbour-
ing Syrian woman facing domestic violence.
This act of compassion - rooted in philotimo
- left a lasting imprint on her.

In 1952 Gregory and Katina returned to
Kythera with their four daughters. The
island, still without electricity, came alive
through village dances and celebrations,
with families travelling by truck across its
rugged terrain. It was here that the values
of Kytherian decency and heartfelt respect
- philotimo - were woven more deeply into
Matina's ancestral identity.

During that visit, Matina experienced a mo-
ment that would shape her understanding
of justice and dignity. Accompanying her fa-
ther to visit an elderly man whose children

were prospering in Australia, she watched in shock as he ate the boiled eggs
they had brought him -shell and all- driven by hunger. Deeply affected and
angered by such neglect, Gregory responded with characteristic generosity,

donating land in Potamos for
what would become the Kas-
simateion Old People’s Home,
ensuring care and dignity for
the island’s elderly.

A decade earlier, her fu-
ture husband and greatest
supporter, Con Mottee had
been forging his own Kythe-
rian journey. Bornin 1927, in
the quiet Australian town of
Kempsey, Con returned as a
young man to his ancestral
island in the years before
the Second World War. At a
time when many young peo-
ple were leaving the island
in search of better oppor-
tunities, Con found himself
warmly embraced by the
Kytherian community and
was afforded the rare privi-
lege of living with his grand-
parents- an experience that
would profoundly shape his
values.

During visits to Sydney,
Matina stayed with her god-
parents, the Psaltis family.
Around the same time, Con
moved to Sydney to study
law, residing with the Si-
mos family, proprietors of
the well-known Paragon
Cafe. Their paths eventually
crossed at Greek dances held
at the Sydney Olympic Sport
Club. It was here that Mati-
na Casimaty and Con Mottee
first met - drawn together
by a shared sense of Kythe-
rian "otherworldliness" and a
deep, inherited understand-
ing of philotimo.

They corresponded for three
years before marrying in
1954, forming a partnership
grounded in mutual respect,
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Women of Australia) and participation in the Na-
tional Women'’s Advisory Council under Hawke
government funding. Her contributions were rec-
ognised in 1994 when she was awarded the Medal
of the Order of Australia.

For Matina, this work was deeply personal. It brought her full
circle to the formative moments of her youth: the Syrian wom-
an at her mother’s table, the elderly Kytherian man eating eggs
in quiet desperation, and the quiet lessons of compassion and
responsibility instilled by her beloved parents. She met each
challenge with resolve, emerging as a respected leader within
the migrant community.

Together, Matina and Con Mottee shared a lifelong commitment
to service and community.

There exists a deep, unspoken knowing carried by Kytherians
across the world - one not defined by historic events, but by
something far more enduring. It is philotimo. At the heart of
Kytherian identity, it lives within the ancestral fabric, passed
quietly from one generation to the next. From Matina’s perspec-
tive, it is essential for Kytherians of the Diaspora to retain their
Kytherian roots, preserving the values, traditions, and sense of
community that have long defined the island’s spirit. Whether
philotimo is awakened and shared with others is ultimately a
personal choice. Yet for visionaries like Matina Mottee, it has
remained the guiding force behind a life lived with purpose, dig-
nity, and grace. The programs she championed, the families she
supported, and the elders whose dignity she safeguarded stand
as enduring evidence of a life shaped by philotimo.

In a world increasingly marked by fear and division, Matina Mot-
tee’s life and legacy remind us that philotimo still matters, and
that we should strive to live with compassion and integrity, and
to show care for one another.

Antikythera Ornithological Station

Kythera Summer Edition pays tribute to the long-standing
contribution of the Ornithological Station of Antikythera

The unique geographical position of Antikythera, within its distinctive
natural environment between the Sahara and the Mediterranean Sea, at the
southernmost tip of the Balkan Peninsula, makes it one of the most important
migration corridors for birds in the eastern Mediterranean.

The concentration of bird populations on such a small island, together with the
breeding colony of Black-backed Petrels, creates ideal conditions for the sys-
tematic monitoring and study of ornithofauna and bird migration. As a result,
Antikythera represents one of the most important sites for the conservation,
protection, monitoring and study of species.

In 1997, the local community of Antikythera donated the former primary school
building to the Hellenic Ornithological Society for the establishment of the
first Ornithological Station in Greece. The Station supports long-term scien-
tific monitoring programmes of both resident and migratory bird species on
Antikythera. The first organised bird ringing expedition took place in spring
1998. In 2000 with the support of the A.G. Leventis Foundation, the school
building was renovated and became the base of the Ornithological Station of
Antikythera (0SA). From 2007 onwards, OSA has implemented a standardised
methodology in line with international protocols.

Every spring, thousands of birds arriving from Africa reach the island exhausted,
having crossed the Sahara and the Mediterranean. Many remain on Antikythera
for up to two weeks to rest and replenish their energy reserves before continu-
ing their journey to breeding grounds in Eurasia. In autumn, the island becomes
a major passage for migratory raptors and other large soaring birds travelling
between Europe and Africa, making Antikythera one of the most important
migration bottlenecks in Greece. The island hosts one of the world’s largest
colonies of Black-backed Petrels and is a key site for the conservation, mon-
itoring and scientific study of the species at national and international level.

The activities of OSA rely heavily on volunteer participation and provide im-
portant training for students, early-career scientists and professionals, while
promoting environmental awareness and biodiversity conservation. 0SA wel-
comes both experienced participants with bird identification and ringing skills
and individuals with no prior experience, introducing them to ornithology and
nature conservation. To date, more than 400 volunteers from thirty countries
have participated in the Station’s activities, establishing it as an important
centre for ornithological training and birdwatching in Greece.

After almost 25 years of continuous operation, the Ornithological Station of
Antikythera remains Greece’s only long-term bird migration monitoring pro-
gramme. Its standardised constant-effort ringing scheme has generated exten-
sive datasets on changes in phenology and species composition, while it also
runs a raptor migration monitoring programme contributing to the assessment
of raptor population trends at national and international level. To date, more
than 25,800 migratory raptors from 28 species have been recorded.

The Station has made a significant contribution to environmental research
through collaborations with scientists and universities worldwide, resulting in
35 scientific publications based on 0SA data and samples. It has also supported
more than 20 undergraduate, postgraduate and doctoral theses, providing
data, supporting sample collection and facilitating fieldwork.

Since its establishment, 0SA has been supported by the A.G. Leventis Foun-
dation, whose contribution has been decisive for the Station’s operation and
development. More recently, an agreement between the Natural Environ-
ment and Climate Change Agency (NECCA) and the Municipality of Kythera
and Antikythera supported the upgrade of its infrastructure and equipment.
This investment will further strengthen the role of 0SA as an internationally
recognised centre for bird migration monitoring and study, while promoting
Antikythera as a premier birdwatching and ecotourism destination.

Today, the Ornithological Station of Antikythera stands as one of the leading
ornithological research facilities in the eastern Mediterranean and remains
unique in Greece. Its scientific contribution represents a major achievement for
Greek ornithology and a source of pride for the local community of Antikythera.

Why are bird numbers declining? ! Fiati ygicyvovral o1 nIANBUCLOI TWV NOUAIWV;

Long term monitoring data shows that long distance migratory birds are declining faster than res-
ident or short distance migratory species. The reasons behind these declines are complex, often
overlapping, and can vary not only between species but even between different populations of
the same species. Among the main causes are habitat loss and land use changes, climate change
and anthropogenic pressures, which include both direct and indirect human induced mortality
(e.g., infrastructure related collisions, illegal killing, pollution, etc.). Because these pressures act
differently across species and populations, each one is affected by a different mix of threats.

| first visited Kythera in 2012 and have been returning regularly since. In
2017, while | was here for the olive harvest, | heard about Frank’s Sunday walks.

maintenance day every two
weeks so volunteers could

| was immediately hooked and soon became a regular participant. So naturally,
when | learned in 2022 that Frank had started an official trail maintenance
programme, | signed up straight away to become a volunteer for the next year.
Trail maintenance takes place twice a year, in March and in October. During
these maintenance weeks, we work on walking paths all over the island. Frank
makes sure we work in a different area each day, clearing and maintaining
routes connected to the Pyrgos House hikes, the book Kythira on Foot, and
the Kythera Trails network.

The work varies depending on the trail. Two locals, Fotis and Petros, take care of
the heavier mechanical work, while the rest of the maintenance team focuses
on finer pruning and clearing. We also help care for some of the island's best-
loved spots: twice a year we sweep the plateau at the Mylopotamos waterfall
and clean the old water channels in the watermill valley.

We also help open up new trails. Last year we created a hiking route around
Arei, and in the autumn of 2024 we opened the trail from Dourianika to the
church of Agios Giorgios. Other recent projects have included the trail through
the Karavas Valley including the Keramari, Amir Ali, and Portokalia Springs, as
well as the route from Limni to Diakofti. Most recently, we spent time working
in the area around Kypriotianika.

In addition to opening new trails, last month we also worked in areas affected
by the recent wildfires. Fortunately, nature is proving resilient. Flowers are
already reappearing, and trees are beginning to bud again in the burned land-
scape. The fire also revealed one of the old mills in the Mylopotamos valley - a
remarkably well-preserved ruin that had been hidden beneath dense vegeta-
tion.

After the maintenance weeks ended in October, Frank continued organising a

help clear and restore the
burned areas. The team is of -
ten joined by visitors staying
on the island for longer peri-
ods. Dutch, German, Austri-
an, Swede, Swiss, English -
people from all over Europe
come together through this
shared love of Kythera.
People often ask whether
I have a favourite walking
trail. Honestly, |1 do not.
Every trail on Kythera has
something special to offer.
It depends on my mood and
the weather. On sunny days,

"Notice the aura around the tree?" she asked me. | was
looking at a painting of a small
tree she had cut from a mag-
azine and taped to her door.
"Oh*, | said, "l thought it was
just lit from behind ..."

My answer was met with a
concerned glare. "Nothing is
just anything," she quipped, as
she continued to spoon can-
died rosebuds she had made
that morning onto a little dish.
As cryptic as it was precise,
that phrase would stay with me and would perfectly describe
Lily's way of being in our often contradictory world.

Lily Papaoiconomou was born in a village outside Patras in the
1960’'s. As a child she would go night fishing with her father,
mesmerised by the way a drop of water could provide a lens into
the teeming life beneath the surface, and beguiled by how the
phases of the moon could affect the nature of water. No wonder
she became a physicist and then a teacher, sharing her passion
for the mysteries of the natural world with the island teenag-
ers she taught when she was posted to Kythera High School in
the late 1990's. Now in their mid-forties, her former students
still remember her magical mind, the way it could transform
complex aspects of physics into a language they could grasp,
and how more often than not she chose to grade on potential
rather than demonstrated output, guided by generosity of spirit
and faith in her students.

The same can be said for her staunch commitment to Kythera
Summer Edition as its lead translator. Her ability to transform
our writing into elegant Greek prose was nothing short of al-
chemy. Lily's friendship was no different. She could traverse
time and space with her philosophical musings and sought the
esoteric in the ordinary, translating our cares and sorrows into
treasures of the soul.

Much like tangled strands of string and plant fibre she hand-
dyed using plants foraged from the wild, and the intricate ge-
ometric weavings she created at her cherished loom with her
beloved Nera by her side, Lily was living proof that nothing is
ever just anything. Sadly, she passed away earlier this year, far
too young, leaving behind a legacy of creativity and spirit.

KYTHERA
AT A GLANCE

Kythera's unique history is due to its geo-
graphical location. Until the Corinth Canal
opened in 1893, the island was located at
the crossroads between the East and West
and Africa making her strategically desirable.
Over the centuries Kythera has been under
the control of various powers.

Neolithic to early Bronze Age

€a.5000 B.C. First evidence of human occupa-
tion, Aghia Sophia near Kalamos.

€a.2500 B.C. Minoanization of Kythera. Local
traditions merge with those from Crete.

Late Bronze Age

€a.1500 B.C. Minoan Kastri settlement and
peak sanctuary at Agios Georgios; the only
recognised example of this type of coastal
Minoan site outside Crete.

€a.1100 B.C. According to the llliad (X266-
271), Amyntor son of Ormenus visits Skandeia
and gifts Amphidamas of Kythera a boar's tusk
helmet. Around the same period, Odysseus,
returning to Ithaca, is blown off course in
a storm between Cape Malea and Kythera,
beginning his ten-year journey of wandering
and hardship.

Classic and Hellenic Periods

453 B.C. The birth of Philoxenos. First
non-mythological Kytherian known to history.
424 B.C. Kythera captured numerous times by
Athens in Peloponnesian War, underscoring
the strategic importance of the island’s posi-
tion in the wars between Sparta and Athens.
ca. 75 B.C. Vessel carrying sculptures and
the earliest known computer wrecked off
Antikythera. The Antikythera Mechanism
reshaped our understanding of ancient
technical achievement. Its recovery in 1901
marked the world's first underwater archae-
ological excavation.

Roman to Byzantine Periods
992 Osios Theodoros settles on Kythera.
Venetian Period

1207 Start of almost 600 years of Venetian
Occupation.

1537 Sacking of Aghios Demetrios (Paliochora)
by Barbarossa. It took over 300 years for the
population to return to pre-sacking numbers.

Modern Period

1797 End of Venetian rule.

1802 The ship Mentor carrying the Parthenon
Marbles sinks off Aviemonas; it takes over two
years to salvage the marbles from the wreck.
1806 Theodoros Kolokotronis, Greek freedom
fighter, takes refuge on Kythera.

1809 Start of British rule.

1864 Kythera united with Greece. In 1860 the
local population was around 60,000.

1864 King George visits Kythera. Overpopu-
lation and familiarity with British language,
trade, and law enable Kytherians to migrate
across the British Empire and to America.

20th Century Period

May 1911 Greek Prime Minister Eleftherios
Venizelos unveils the statue of General Panos
Koroneos in Potamos Square.

1941-1944 Wartime population 30.000.

1945 - today Tens of thousands abandon the
island in search of a better life, forming a
Kytherian diaspora of approx 100,000, while
the local population now sits at around 3,600.
1978 Former Australian Prime Minister Gough
Whitlam visits Kythera.

1993 Inaugural issue of Kythera Summer Edition.
